CONCLUSION

* The consensus from the Student Perception of Exam Feedback Survey
generally shows students value exam feedback as very to extremely
useful and agree exam feedback influences and enhances student
performance on overall education and performance on future exams.
If feedback is given in a timely manner, detail oriented, and easy to
understand, students are more likely to use the feedback and it will be
more valuable.
Students at SIUE SOP feel feedback is inadequate.
The Strength and Opportunity reports may provide useful, effective,
and sufficient feedback if tailored to the right content and include
more details.
Studies have shown increased use and effectiveness of S&O reports
after students given opportunity to learn about them.
