  Completion of an Associate in Arts or Science degree at Kaskaskia Illinois College fulfills SIUE’s 

general education requirements, with the exception of an Interdisciplinary Studies course that all 

students must take during their junior and senior year at SIUE.

Students have the option of taking summer classes to lessen fall and spring course 

loads.

 DECLARATION REQUIREMENTS FOR A BACHELOR OF SOCIAL WORK (BSW) 

• Completion of 30 semester hours of course credit

• An overall GPA of 2.5 in all transferable work (on a 4.0 scale)

• Admission to the BSW program; Admission is competitive and students begin in the major during 

the fall semester of their junior year or any fall semester thereafter. Students apply to the BSW 

program between November 1 and January 31 preceding their fall admission.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS TO THE BSW PROGRAM 

• Admission to SIUE 

• An academic transcript certifying that the student has a GPA of 2.5 or higher at the time of 

application for admission to the BSW program

• Completion of ENGL 101 and 102 with grades of “C” or higher

• A referral form to the BSW program

• An application for the BSW program; Applications are available at 

http://www.siue.edu/artsandsciences/socialwork/.

• A 400 word personal statement that describes student’s interest in the program and the Social 

Work profession

• A signed statement that the student has read and agrees to abide by the National Association of 

Social Workers (NASW) Code of Ethics and the SIUE Social Work Department BSW Behavior Policy

Students who plan to enter the program are expected to meet with the Director of the BSW program
