The form for ‘APPLICATION FOR ADMISSION TO UPPER-DIVISION’ must be submitted by the deadline to 

the academic advisor in the School of Engineering at SIUE.       

      

Students must earn 60 hours from a senior institution for graduation requirements. If students take all 

SIUE junior and senior level  

Courses, as stated above, at SIUE, they will meet this requirement. Please note: deviating from the

SIUE may accept transfer “D” grades, however, in the School of Engineering, a grade of “C” or better is 

required in all chemistry,  

Computer science, mathematics, physics, and engineering courses applied to major or minor 

requirements. A course that transfers as  

1XX, 2XX, 3XX or TRF 1XX, TRF 2XX, TRF 3XX may require a course description and/or syllabus for further 

evaluation.        

A course that satisfies both the ERGU and EREG attribute requirement will only be counted as one 

attribute and not both.
